RECEIVER’S MOTION TO APPROVE EMPLOYMENT OF AUCTIONEER 
AND AUCTION SALE OF PERSONAL PROPERTY 

 
 Bernice C. Lee, as Receiver (“Receiver”) over the companies listed herein (each a 

“Receivership Company” and collectively, the “Receivership Companies”) 1 in this action, moves 

for approval of the employment of Martin Claire & Co. LLC (“Martin Claire”) as auctioneers and 

to approve the auction sale of certain personal property, and states: 

BACKGROUND 

1. On December 27, 2023, the Securities and Exchange Commission (“SEC”) filed a 

Complaint for Injunctive Relief against Rishi Kapoor (“Kapoor”) and the Receivership Companies 

[DE 14-1] alleging that Kapoor used the Receivership Companies to operate a real estate scheme

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in violation of the anti-fraud provisions of the federal securities law raising approximately $93 

million from more than 50 investors from January 2018 through March 2023.   

2. On January 5, 2024, the SEC filed an Expedited Motion for Appointment of Receiver, 

Asset Freeze, and Other Related Relief Against the Company Defendants and Memorandum of 

Law (the “Receiver Motion”) [DE 16] seeking the appointment of a receiver to inter alia 

administer the Receivership Companies’ assets.   

3. On January 12, 2024, the Court entered an Order granting the Receiver Motion (the 

“Receivership Order”) [DE 28], which appointed Bernice C. Lee as receiver “for the estate of the 

Receivership Companies, including any of [their] divisions, subsidiaries, affiliates, successors, and 

assigns; and any fictitious business entities or business names created or used by the Receivership 

Companies, their divisions, subsidiaries, affiliates, successors, and assigns.”  Receiver. Order ¶ 2.  

4. Pursuant to the Receivership Order, the Receiver is directed inter alia to take 

exclusive control and possession of all assets of whatever kind and wherever situated of the 

Receivership Defendants; is authorized to exercise the powers previously possessed by the 

officers, directors, managers, trustees and agents of the Receivership Defendants; has the power 

and duty to use reasonable efforts to determine the nature, location and value of all property 

interests of the Receivership Defendants; to take into custody, control and possession all 

Receivership Property and records relevant thereto; to take immediate possession of all assets, 

bank accounts or other financial accounts, books and records and all other documents or 

instruments relating to the Receivership Defendants; and to investigate the manner in which the 

financial and business affairs of the Receivership Defendants were conducted. 

5. The Receivership Order authorizes the Receiver to transfer or otherwise dispose of

Receivership Property,2 other than real estate, in the ordinary course of business, on terms and in 

the manner the Receiver deems most beneficial to the Receivership Estate, and with due regard to 

the realization of the true and proper value of such Receivership Property. See ¶ 31.  

6. Pursuant to Paragraph 7.F of the Receivership Order, the Receiver is authorized to 

“engage and employ persons in her discretion to assist her in carrying out her duties and 

responsibilities, including, but not limited to, accountants, attorneys, securities traders, registered 

representatives, financial or business advisers, liquidating agents, real estate agents, forensic 

experts, brokers, traders, or auctioneers[.]” 

7. Pursuant to Paragraph 51 of the Receivership Order, the Receiver, subject to 

obtaining Court approval of quarterly fee applications, is authorized to solicit persons and entities 

(“Retained Personnel”) to assist in carrying out the duties and responsibilities described in the 

Order. 

8. Pursuant to Paragraph 52 of the Receivership Order, and subject to prior approval by 

the Court, Retained Personnel are entitled to reasonable compensation and expense reimbursement 

from the Receivership Estate as described in the “Billing Instructions for Receivers in Civil 

Actions Commenced by the U.S. Securities and Exchange Commission” (“Billing Instructions”). 

THE PERSONAL PROPERTY AND THE AUCTION PROPOSAL 

9. Urbin Coral Gables Partners, LLC (“CG Partners”) is a Receivership Company. 

Florida’s Division of Corporation’s webpage indicates that CG Partners is the authorized member 

of CG Office SPE, LLC (“CG Office SPE”). A copy of the 2023 Annual Report is attached hereto 

 
2 Capitalized terms not defined herein shall have the definitions provided for in the Receivership

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as Exhibit A. The Receiver located the Operating Agreement of CG Office SPE dated May 14, 

2018, which indicates that CG Partners is its sole member and 100% owner. A copy of the 

Operating Agreement is attached hereto as Exhibit B. CG Office SPE owns an office building on 

Alhambra Circle in Coral Gables, Florida (the “Property”).  

10. The Property is subject to a mortgage and foreclosure action. In November 2023, 

secured lender 299 Alhambra, LLC (the “Lender”) filed a complaint seeking to foreclose its 

mortgage on the Property, and on December 22, 2023, filed a motion for summary final judgment. 

The case was stayed upon the entry of the Receivership Order on January 12, 2024.  

11. The Receiver and Lender have been engaged in settlement discussions to resolve the 

various issues relating to the foreclosure action and Property.  On February 28, 2024, the Receiver 

filed a Motion for Approval of Settlement and Authority to Consent to Foreclosure Judgment [DE 

91], which seeks approval of a settlement agreement with the Lender that inter alia provides the 

Receiver with 60 days to sell or otherwise administer the personal property in the offices and space 

used by the Receivership Companies.  

12. The Receivership Companies occupied the ground floor, and offices 319, 401, 406, 

510, 512, and 519 – 521 (the “Offices”) in the Property. The Receiver has taken control of the 

ground floor and Offices, and seeks to conduct an auction of the personal property located therein. 

An inventory of the furniture, equipment and other personal property found on premises is attached 

as Exhibit C (the “Personal Property”).  

13. The Receiver has requested and received a proposal (“Proposal”) from Martin Claire 

to conduct an auction sale of the Personal Property. Martin Claire is an experienced appraiser and 

licensed, insured and bonded auctioneer with over fifty years’ experience, and is regularly retained 
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to conduct auction sales by receivers, trustees, financial institutions and other fiduciaries. A copy 

of the Proposal is attached as Exhibit D. 

14. Pursuant to the Proposal, Martin Claire proposes to be engaged to conduct an auction 

sale of the Personal Property through an item-by-item auction or in groups, as best suited for 

auction as determined by Martin Claire. The auction will be conducted with live online bidding 

with a dedicated website auctioneer. Martin Claire will be compensated with a 10% seller’s 

commission, with marketing expenses (including newspaper advertisements, internet and social 

media postings, direct mailings, and telemarketing) of up to $4,000 and $1,000 in appraisal costs, 

reimbursed by the Receiver. Martin Claire may also charge a buyer’s premium of up to 15% 

payable by bidders, not by the Receiver or from the sale proceeds. Martin Claire has already 

provided substantial assistance to the Receiver by inventorying and performing appraisals of the 

personal property located in the ground floor and Offices, and has agreed to a reduction of the 

appraisal costs that would otherwise be charged in conjunction with his proposal. 

15. The Receiver expects to conduct the auction on premises and online on Thursday, 

April 4, 2024. Buyers will be required to remove the property within 72 hours after the completion 

of the auction. 

16. The Receiver submits that all of the Personal Property found at any of these premises 

constitutes “Receivership Assets” consistent with the Receivership Order’s definition of 

“Receivership Assets” as including all assets that “(a) are attributable to funds derived from 

investors or clients of Company Defendants; (b) are held in constructive trust for the Company 

Defendants; (c) were fraudulently transferred by the Company Defendants; and/or (d) may 

otherwise be includable as assets of the estates of the Company Defendants[,]” in that the 
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Receiver’s investigation reflects that all of the premises at which the Personal Property was found 

were used in the operation of the Receivership Company’s operations.  

17. Prior to the appointment of the Receiver, Judge Alan Fine (Ret.) served as the 

liquidation manager for certain Receivership Companies. The Receiver has provided notice of the 

Motion to Rishi Kapoor, who may assert an interest in certain Personal Property located in Office 

510, and contemporaneously with the filing of the Motion, will provide notice of the Motion to 

three individuals the Receiver understands were assisting Judge Alan Fine (Ret.) at the time the 

Receiver was appointed and had access to the ground floor and Offices.  

18. Except as set forth below, the Receiver proposes that any person or entity claiming 

an interest in any of the Personal Property must, at least two weeks prior to April 4, 2024, advise 

the Receiver of their asserted interest in the Personal Property and provide proof of its acquisition 

with funds that are not attributable to funds derived from investors or clients of the Receivership 

Companies, held in constructive trust for the Receivership Companies, fraudulently transferred by 

the Receivership Companies, or otherwise be includable as assets of the estates of the Receivership 

Companies.  

19. With respect to Office 510 in the Property, Rishi Kapoor has claimed that he owns 

the following items listed on the inventory attached as Exhibit C (the “Claimed Items”): (a) paw 

print painting, (b) two desks that are old dining tables, (c) a green couch, (d) two barrel chairs, (e) 

coffee table, (f) a model plane, (g) a metal sculpture man pulling cart, (h) Studio 54 book by Ian 

Schrager, (i) monopoly sets, (j) Painting Made in USA 5x3 Men on Bench, (k) Painting “Yes I 

Am” 3x4, and (l) Painting 4x3 landscape abstract. In addition, Mr. Kapoor has claimed that he 

owns the following additional items that may be in Office 510 of the Property, which are not 
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included in the inventory: certain coffee table style books, figurine of an Indian God, some photos, 

cup holders, and coasters (the “Additional Items”). With respect to the Claimed Items and the 

Additional Items (to the extent they are located by the Receiver), in the event Mr. Kapoor files an 

objection with the Court two weeks prior to April 4, 2024, and the Court does not resolve the 

objection prior to April 4, 2024, Mr. Kapoor may arrange to have such items removed from the 

premises and stored in a secure location that is disclosed to the SEC and Receiver, with all removal, 

transportation, storage and related expenses paid for by Mr. Kapoor, and such items will be 

removed from the auction sale pending the Court’s determination as to ownership of the Claimed 

Items. If the foregoing items are not removed and stored in accordance with these provisions, they 

will be included in the auction. In the event the Court determines that Mr. Kapoor owns the 

foregoing items, such items remain subject to the Asset Freeze Order. 

20. Notice of this Motion is also being provided to certain parties who filed UCC liens 

in Florida against the Receivership Companies. The Receiver has not been able to determine that 

any party in fact has been pledged any security interest in any of the Personal Property. To the 

extent any party can so demonstrate, the Receiver proposes that any valid, perfected lien against 

any of the Personal Property may attach to the proceeds of the sale. 

LEGAL AUTHORITY 

21. Receivers in S.E.C. proceedings are frequently authorized to liquidate the assets of 

the receivership entities, subject to ultimate approval of any plan of distribution. See, e.g., S.E.C. 

v. Bilzerian, 378 F.3d 1100, 1101 (D.C. Cir. 2004) (describing receivership order authorizing 

receiver to liquidate any interest in any asset held by anyone on behalf of the defendant); S.E.C. v. 

Malek, 397 Fed. Appx. 711, 714 (2d Cir. 2010); S.E.C. v. First Choice Mgmt. Servs., Inc., 66 Fed.

Appx. 652, 653 (7th Cir. 2003); S.E.C. v. TLC Invs. and Trade Co., 147 F.Supp. 2d 1031, 1035 

(S.D. Cal. 2013). 

22. The Receivership Order here specifically authorizes the Receiver to take control of 

and sell all personal property of the Receivership Companies, and to engage such Retained 

Personnel as the Receiver in her discretion determines are appropriate to assist her in the 

fulfillment of her responsibilities. 

23. The Receiver submits that the sale of the Personal Property by auction will be 

beneficial to the receivership estate, with due regard to the realization of the true and proper value 

of the property to be sold. The Receiver further submits that Martin Claire has the appropriate 

qualifications and experience to conduct the auction sale of the Personal Property and that the 

terms of the Proposal are reasonable and consistent with those customarily negotiated for such 

sales. 

24. The Receiver seeks authority to proceed on an expedited basis so that the auction 

may be completed expeditiously and the Receiver may then vacate the ground floor and Offices in 

a manner consistent with the proposed settlement agreement with the Lender.  

 WHEREFORE, the Receiver requests that the Court enter the proposed order 

substantially in the same form as the proposed order attached hereto as Exhibit E, (a) authorizing 

the Receiver to engage Martin Claire as auctioneer as described herein and in the Proposal, and to 

compensate Martin Claire in accordance with the Proposal upon completion of the auction without 

further order; (b) approving the sale of the Personal Property free and clear of any lien, claim or 

interest of any other person or entity, and (c) authorizing the auction sale of all of the Personal 

Property in accordance with the authority vested in the Receiver pursuant to the Receivership 
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Order. 

CERTIFICATION OF CONFERENCE WITH COUNSEL 

 Counsel for the SEC has informed undersigned counsel that the SEC has no objection to 

the relief requested herein, and counsel for defendant Rishi Kapoor has informed undersigned 

counsel that Mr. Kapoor consents to the relief requested herein.

BACKGROUND 

The Company was formed pursuant to Articles of Organization (the "Articles") filed with the 
Secretary of State of Florida and accepted of record on the Effective Date. 

This Agreement sets forth the agreement among the parties as to the internal affairs of the Company 
and the conduct of its business. The parties. intending to be legally bound, agree as follows: 

ARTICLE I. 
Effective Date of Agreement: Enforceability. 

On the Effective Date and thereafter until the parties amend this Agreement, all rights, dirties and 
liabilities of the Company and of the Member shall be as set forth herein and as otherwise provided by 
applicable law. All prior operating agreements, if any. are hereby revoked. 

ARTICLE II.

ARTICLE III. 
Members of the Company on Date of the Company's Formation.

A. The Member may, but is not obligated to, make additional capital contributions to the Company. The 
Company may make distributions at such times and in such amounts as determined by the Member. 

ARTICLE IV. 
Principal place of business of the Company. 

The Company's principal place of business shall be as set forth in the Articles, or as modified from 
time to time by the Manager. 

ARTICLE V. 
Member Managed 

Except as otherwise provided herein. the management of the business and internal affairs of the 
Company shall be vested in the Member. All actions and decisions of the Company shall be made by the 
Member. 

ARTICLE VI. 
Taxation of the Company and Member. 

The Company shall elect to be treated as a disregarded entity for income tax purposes based on the 
fact that it is wholly owned by the Member.

ARTICILE VIII. 
Miscellaneous Provisions. 

This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the parties 
concerning its subject matter, and it replaces all earlier agreements between them, whether written or oral, 
concerning its subject matter. 

(ii) Amendments.  No amendment of this Agreement shall be valid unless approved in writing by 
the Member. 

(iii) Governing law.  This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Florida. 

(iv) Severability.  If any provisions of this Agreement or the application thereof to any person or 
circumstance shall be invalid or unenforceable to any extent, the remainder of the Agreement and the 
application of such provisions to other persons or circumstances shall not be affected thereby, and the intent 
of this Agreement shall be enforced to the greatest extent permitted by law. 

(v) Captions.  Captions in this Agreement are for convenience only and shall be deemed 
irrelevant in construing its provisions.
